Avation’s Executive Chairman, Jeff Chatfield said: “We are pleased to sign these long-term 
leases with Hevilift, an existing and valued customer. We are starting to observe a recovery 
in the air travel industry, notably in the regional sector where the ATR 72 is the optimal 
aircraft.”
